Objectives
By the end of this unit, students will:

· Be able to know each letters of the alphabet

· Be able to know which letters are consonants and vowels

· Be able to come up with a word for each letter

Estimated time to complete unit:  1 Class Session

Required Activities (please initial and date when you complete an activity in class)

· ________ Introduce letters (upper and lower case), but have the student do his/her best to “say” the next letter of the whole alphabet
· ________ Student pronounce each letter

· ________ Student give a word(s) for each letter

· ________ Draw/show a picture of word (s) for visual memory

· ________ Student pronounce each word

Optional Activities (please initial and date when you complete an activity in class)
·  ________ For each letter, draw or use a picture (e.g. “apple”) and paste the word (s) the student identified that letter (e.g. “A”) with on a sheet of paper.  Each student can decided which word best “suits” them to help memorize this letter.
· ________ Sing the “A to Z-Alphabet” song with the class.  If you don’t like to sing it, you can find a tape/cd to help with the “sing-a-long”.
