Hello, Teachers -Volunteers! 

Here are some simple explanations of how best to approach both dialogue journals and teaching phonics in the classroom.  Please try to include both in the lesson plan each day.  Don’t worry if your learners seem confused in the first few weeks.  These will become clearer to them with consistent practice and repetition.  

Suggested Classroom Session
To keep the interest and variety of learning, we (Steve and I) came up with this suggested classroom session of activities.   I encourage volunteer- teachers/tutors  to start each session with an informal conversation.  For example, ask them- “how has there week been?” or “What did you do this past weekend?.  Listen carefully and see if you can pick-up a suggested topic lesson.  Another “student-centered” straight-out question would be-“What would you like to learn today?”.  From here, you can “try”  to pin-point a particular lesson topic to teach in this particular classroom session.  Feel free to ask me (Sal) or Steve  for any suggestions to.

1-Rosetta Stone (oral: listening-reading and speaking) for approximately 30 minutes (have students repeat phrases 3x).

*please have students have some scratch paper to take notes (e.g. new vocabulary words for future review, questions, etc…)

2-Workbook  Exercises (reading-writing) for approximately 30 minutes.

*Please DO NOT have students write on the workbooks, but instead use “scratch paper” 

3-Miscellaneous: Group Exercises, Community Sharing, Homework, (oral: listening-more speaking)  etc…
Dialogue Journals 

The teacher should have a simple question for the dialogue journal planned out and written on the board before class.  As students enter class they can collect their dialogue journals, read the teacher’s response from the previous day and then begin to write their answer to the current day’s question.  At the official beginning of class, the teacher can allocate the next ten minutes for all learners to complete their dialogue journals.  Either during or immediately after the class, the teacher(s) should take a moment to write brief responses to the student’s journals and then store the dialogue journals in their class box for the next day’s teacher(s) to distribute.

Phonics

Teachers should devote only five to ten minutes daily to teaching phonics, ideally either at the beginning or end of the class period.  Write the day’s phonic sound and the five examples on the board.  Go over the sound and each word with the learners.  Have them copy the words in their notebooks.  Ask learners if they can think of any other words that use this sound.  Every Thursday, review the week’s sounds and ask learners if they have any questions.

Learner Centered Curriculum

The lesson order is very “tentative”, which the subjects listed doesn’t have to be taught exactly in this order.   Please use the picture chart to let the student “choose” what topic he/she would like to learn next. Also, to review (e.g. “repetition”) previous course prior to “new” topic each week.
